HOW WE MET
BHP played a crucial role in the strengthening of ESWA’s 
capacity and reach. In 2007, BHP funded employment of a 
second education officer to commence strengthening of  
Earth Science teaching in lower secondary and upper primary 
schools through the Earth Science Across Western Australia 
(ESAWA) initiative.

RESOURCES
Through the ESAWA initiative our first comprehensive 
teaching resource packages were created, for the 
teaching of the Western Australian Earth and Beyond 
curriculum, for Years 8-10. Field guides were also 
developed, including a walking tour of Fremantle 
exploring the geology and history of the area.

During the period 2007 to 2013, we engaged more 
than 17,000 students in hands-on incursions and 
nearly 2,000 teachers in professional development and 
classroom incursions under this program.

Since 2018, ESWA has worked with the Gold Industry 
Group to enhance and enrich their education programs. 
This has included the development of Science materials for 
their website and assisting them with the development of 
their National Gold Education Program. Over this time, it 
was determined that both organisations wished to support 
the development and growth of Earth and Environmental 
Science education in New South Wales.

In 2020, the Gold Industry Group became the major 
supporter of the NSW EES Support program, which has 
commenced working with schools delivering the Year 11 and 
12 Earth and Environmental Science course. The program 
aims to develop free local, contextual resources, provide 
educator training and mentoring, and engage with students 
and industry.
